2. Current Status of Project

The Rotary Park playground was constructed as part of the Balonne Shire
Coungcil riverbank beautification project. The park was built by the Rotary
Club of St George. Play equipment in the park includes climbing frame
incarporating a castle, flying fox and slippery slides,

The park is frequented by families picnicking in the park, camping on the
river while skiing or simply utilising the playground facilities.

On 23 March 2006 at a joint service club meeting of the Apex, Rotary and
Lions Clubs of St George it was resolved by the clubs that the clubs
undertake as a joint service project the fencing of the Rotary Park
playground.

The fence is considered necessary as the park is located only 10 metres
from the water's edge, 20 metres from a busy road and approximately 50
metres from the council boat ramp and car park where there is a significant
amount of traffic.

b, Location

The Rotary Park playground is localed on the left bank of Jack Taylor Weir
on the Balonne River, and Is located within the town of St George in
western Queensland.

Total budget and source of funds

The bank of the Balonne River has, over the years, been transformed
into a walkway with landscaped gardens with input from the Club,
Lions and Rotary Clubs and also the WORC program. The Club has
already contributed $10,000 of funds it has raised to the construction
of an amphitheatre in Apex Park on the river bank which is now
greatly used by the whole community.

The River is a very popular recreational area for water-skiing and
other aquatic sports and the walkway itself is very popular with both
St George residents and visitors alike. The river bank has now
become a focal point for the town. A need has been identified for a
safe area for parents to bring younger children. There are two
playgrounds along the river bank, one in the Lions Park and one in
the Rotary Park however neither of them is fenced.

The fencing of the playground will enable parents with smaller
children to play with their children at ease. There is currently very
poor utilisation of the two playgrounds along the River and this is due
to the safety factors. By fencing the playground it will become a focal
point for St George residents and visitors alike providing a safe play
area for young children.
